APPLICATION INFORMATION

Applications for the Honours Programme can be submitted once a year. As a rule, applications are possible from
the beginning of April to the middle of May. Applicants must submit their application via the University's online ap-
plication portal. Funding starts on 1 July. The funding period is initially limited to one year, but can be extended for

The application must be supported by a supervising rese-
archer. Each year, up to 80 new students can be selected
for the programme.

COMPONENTS OF THE PROGRAMME

HONOURS WORKSHOPS

For the selected students, the Graduate Academy offers various
events and workshops. These workshops focus on specific issu-
es that are outside the scope of undergraduate degree program-
mes.

For example, workshops are offered on scientific writing and
presentation, good scientific practice, philosophy of science, re-
search ethics and the first steps towards a scientific career.
This enables participants to train key research skills at an early
stage and reflect on their experiences with research and the re-
search culture they have experienced. During the workshops
and regular networking meetings, interdisciplinary exchange
and affiliation with the scientific community are promoted.

Eligible to apply are students of all disciplines of the Uni-
versity of Jena who are at least in the 4th semester of
their studies and have a special interest in science.
