Main Courses 

4 SWS* - 5 ECTS (2 x 90 min/week) 

The Main Courses systematically practice listening, 

reading, speaking and writing skills. By taking these 

courses, it is usually possible to complete one CEFR 

level of German in two semesters. For example, taking 

the A1.1 course and, in the next semester, the A1.2 

course gives you the opportunity to complete the 

whole CEFR level A1. 

With the help of a course book you will learn new vo-

cabulary for various topics, develop new grammatical 

structures and improve your pronunciation.
